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WHAT HOBO JUNGLE SUPPLIES

Hobo Jungle supplies the following items, but campers may bring their
own please put a name on the items.

1. Work gloves.
2. Tools - hammers or saws.
3. Safety goggles (Required)

WHAT TO BRING TO CAMP

1. Sack lunch and drink labeled with your name.
2. Filled plastic water bottles labeled with your name.
3. Bug spray.
4. Sunscreen (Please put sunscreen on before you arrive at camp).

SAMPLE SCHEDULE OF HOBO JUNGLE

9 - 9:30 a.m. Attendance, rules and safety review.

9:30 - 11:45 a.m. Building time in the construction zone.

10:30 - 10:45 a.m. Water break.

11:45 a.m. - Noon Scan the area for tools/trash and get ready
for lunch.

Noon - 1 p.m. Lunch/games and/or free time.
(Continue building with supervision of your counselor)

1 p.m. Camper pick up
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WHAT DOES THE HOBO JUNGLE STAFF EXPECT OF
PARENTS/GUARDIANS?

1. SAFETY is always our number one priority; help us instill this in
our campers.

2. All forms enclosed must be signed before any camper will be
allowed to participate.

3. When picking up campers, you will need to sign out with the Camp
Director.

4. Please be prompt when picking up your child.
(A $5 late fee is charged for every 15 minutes that you are late).

5. For safety reasons, your child will not be released to anyone other
than parents/guardians without prior written notice. A written
notification is needed in advance, notifying the director that the
camper will be picked-up by someone other than those on the Child
Pickup Release Form.

6. Picture IDs will be required from that person picking up your child.

7. No smoking or swearing.

8. For safety reasons, please have your child refrain from wearing
jewelry.

9. Remind campers on a daily basis of the rules of camp and
expectations (i.e. safety, bullying, respect etc.)
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WHAT DOES THE HOBO JUNGLE STAFF EXPECT OF
CAMPERS?

1. SAFETY is always our number one priority.

2. Safety goggles must be worn and covering your eyes at all times
when in the construction zone.

3. Wear boots or thick-soled shoes ONLY.

4. Work gloves MUST be worn at the saw table.

5. Each day campers must check in with your counselor and sit in the
designated area.

6. No camper is allowed in the construction buildings without the Camp
Director's permission.

7. Focus on your work at all times, ESPECIALLY WHEN
HAMMERING AND AT THE SAW TABLE.

8. Counselors will bring tools to your construction site.

9. If you have your own tools, please put your name in permanent
marker on the tool/s.

10. Each day must begin with scanning your area for nails, garbage
and extra pieces of wood that do not belong near your structure. This
will be done again at lunchtime and before you leave for the day.

11. No running in and around the construction site. (i.e.supply bins or
woodpiles).

12. Camp T-shirt MUST be worn on field trips.
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13. If you ride your bike to camp when you arrive: park it, lock it and
leave it alone until it is time to leave.

14. Lunch begins after your counselor agrees your construction site is
clean and clear of materials and tools.

15. Games begin after the lunch area is clear.

16. No squirt guns.

17. No bullying or name calling.

18. No fighting.

19. No swearing.

20. Tools will not be allowed outside the construction zone.

21. Personal tools need to go in your back pack immediately leaving
the zone

22. Bike riders and walkers will check out with the counselor on duty
at the end of the day.

23. Car riders will walk to the pick-up location and parents/guardians
will sign them out.

24. Respect each other and all equipment.
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WHAT CAN CAMPERS/ PARENTS EXPECT OF THE
HOBO JUNGLE STAFF?

1. Campers will be supervised with SAFETY as the number one
priority.

2. Campers will be shown how to properly use tools to build a
structure.

3. Campers will have counselor help when constructing their projects.

4. Campers will enjoy games prepared by the counselors.

5. Campers will be assigned a counselor as their chaperone for the
field trip.

6. Open communication to the camper and parent.

CAMP RULES- THREE STRIKES YOU ARE OUT
Strikes are administered pertaining to the following issues

SAFETY Work boots or thick-soled shoes ONLY.
Goggles worn in construction site at all times.
Work gloves worn at saw table.
Keep your eyes on your work.
Do not enter construction site without a counselor.

Equipment
Keep hands to yourself.
No bullying or name-calling.
Games to be played fair.
Appropriate use of playground equipment.
No Swearing
